Kirov's memorial five-room apartment is remarkable for its collection of authentic
personal belongings and almost entirely intact interior elements. From 1926 to 1934, Kirov headed the Leningrad
Communist Party organization. He was Stalin’s closest friend and associate. The Museum includes exhibitions that
reflect the social, economic, political, and cultural aspects of Leningrad life in the 1920-1930s. You will also have
chance to see typical Soviet sculptures in a nearby park.

Cathedrals of St.Petersburg with transport

Duration: 3 hours

St Petersburg is a city of magnificent cathedrals and beautiful churches. During this tour you’ll visit the main
Orthodox Cathedrals of St.Petersburg that played an important role not only in the history of St Petersburg but also
in Russia.

St. Isaac’s Cathedral is one of the finest architectural monuments of the XIX century. The former principal
cathedral of the Russian capital can accommodate 10,000 people. The cathedral is graced with 112 solid granite
columns weighing up to 114 tons each and about 400 reliefs and bronze sculptures.

St. Nicholas Cathedral is one of the oldest cathedrals in St Petersburg. It is one of a very few cathedrals in the city
that was not closed during Soviet times. In 1941, it became the official residence of the Metropolitan of Leningrad
and Novgorod - Alexey (Simanskiy), who served in the cathedral from 1941 to 1944 during the 900-day siege of the
city.

The third cathedral you'll see is the Kazan Cathedral, a cathedral of the Russian Orthodox Church on Nevsky
Prospekt. It is dedicated to Our Lady of Kazan, probably the most venerated icon in Russia. The cathedral was
inspired by the Basilica of St. Peter’s in Rome and was intended to be the country’s main Orthodox Church. After
the war of 1812 (during which Napoleon was defeated) the church became a monument to Russian victory.
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Captured enemy banners were put in the cathedral and the famous Russian Field Marshal Mikhail Kutuzov, who
won the most important campaign of 1812, was buried inside the church.

Revolutionary St.Petersburg with transport

Russian Museum

Duration: 2 hours

The Michailovsky Palace where the Russian Muesum is situated was built by the architect K. Rossi at the
beginning of the XIX century for Alexander I's brother Michail. It became a museum of Russian art at the end of
XIX century. It has a huge collection of paintings by Brullov, Ayvazovsky, Repine, Kuingy and many other great
masters. The museum also owns collections of sculptures, applied art and numismatics.

So, today it is the largest Russian art gallery which displays painting, sculpture and applied art and covers the
period from the X century to the present day. The museum collection totals 350 000 exhibits.

Yusupov Palace
Duration: 2 hours
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The Yusupov palace is really considered to be the jewel among palaces of Saint Petersburg, modest and austere
outside, it impresses anyone entering its halls with its beautiful and gorgeous interiors. The Yusupovs are an
ancient and richest dynasty of Russia with roots going back to the 10th century AD. They were known for their
good taste and rich collection of art. This palace was the one of four palaces belonging to the last Yusupov of
Imperial Russia - Felix Usupov. Its walls still retain memories of family happiness and the tragedies that occurred
here. The palace is also related to the collapse of Tsarist Russia. Here in the basement drawing rooms, the favorite
of Nikolas Il family Grigory Rasputin was assassinated. The composition of wax figures, participants of that night,
tell the story well. The tour will take you to the basement as well as through the stately halls, the cozy home theater
that is often called the small Mariinsky, the palace’s baths and more.

Cathedral of the Savior on the Spilled Blood

Duration: 1 hour

It is St. Petersburg’s most Russian looking building. The cathedral would seem at home on Moscow’s Red Square
with its onion shaped domes and multi colored facade. This cathedral was built right on the place where Russian
tsar Alexander Il was assassinated by terrorists in 1881. It's famous all over the world by its mosaics. Inside the
cathedrals all the walls are covered with it with no spare place left.

Alexander Nevsky Lavra (Monastery)

Duration: 2 hours

The largest monastery in Russia, Alexander Nevsky Lavra was built near the place where Grand Prince Alexander
won his victory over the Swedes and the Teutonic Knights in 1240. Alexander is also buried inside the Lavra.
Today it is an active monastery and church. Visitors will have a very Russian experience here - it is a typical
traditional Orthodox Church. The monastery is also notable for its graveyard, where Tshaikovsky, Rimksy
Korsakov, Mussorgsky, Glinka, Lomonosov, Dostoevsky and other famous Russian people are buried.

IMPERIAL SUBURBS (WITH TRANSPORT)

Tour to Pavlovsk

Duration: 4 hours

Built in the late XVIII and early XIX centuries, the palace and park was used as a summer residence for emperor
Paul | and his family. The landscape park, one of the largest in Europe, covers an area of 600 hectares. The
museum in the palace displays an excellent collection of portraits by Russian artists and a number of Pavlovsk
landscape paintings and drawings. Residential rooms of the Empress Maria Fedorovna enrapture with their
harmonious beauty and are open for the public.

Tour to Pushkin

Duration: 4 hours

The Palace and Park of Pushkin (Tsarskoye Selo) is a former country residence of the Russian emperors. Itis a
fascinating monument of the world’s architectural and gardening arts of the XVIII-XIX centuries. Its 3 parks occupy
an area of 600 hectares on which over 100 architectural monuments are located: from magnificent palaces and
grand monuments to intimate pavilions and park sculptures. The center of Tsarskoye Selo is Catherine’s Palace,
containing exquisite decorative objects, furniture, Russian and Western-European paintings, unique collections of
porcelain, amber, arms and decorative bronze sculptures.

Tour to Pushkin and Pavlovsk

Duration: 6 hours

Pavlosk was built in the late XVIII and early XIX centuries, the palace and park was used as a summer residence
for emperor Paul | and his family. The landscape park, one of the largest in Europe, covers an area of 600
hectares. The museum in the palace displays an excellent collection of portraits by Russian artists and a number of
Pavlovsk landscape paintings and drawings. Residential rooms of the Empress Maria Fedorovna enrapture with
their harmonious beauty and are open for the public.

Then you’ll visit Pushkin (Tsarskoye Selo). The Palace and Park belong to the former country residence of the
Russian emperors. It is a fascinating monument of the world’s architectural and gardening arts of the XVIII-XIX
centuries. Its 3 parks occupy an area of 600 hectares on which over 100 architectural monuments are located: from
magnificent palaces and grand monuments to intimate pavilions and park sculptures. The center of Tsarskoye Selo
is Catherine’s Palace, containing exquisite decorative objects, furniture, Russian and Western-European paintings,
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unique collections of porcelain, amber, arms and decorative bronze sculptures. And of course, the Catherine
Palace is famous all over the world by its Amber Room, which is sometimes called one of the miracles of the world.

Tour to Peterhof

Duration: 5 hours

Peterhof is a jewel of Russian art — a town of parks, palaces and fountains. In the past, it was used as an exquisite
summer residence by the Russian Tsars.

Tour to Novgorod

Duration: day trip

Veliky Novgorod is one of Russia’s first cities and it was Russia’s first capital. Medieval Novgorod was one of the
greatest art centers in Europe The town has preserved a unique complex of architectural monuments with frescoes
of the 11th to 17th centuries. Its school of icon painting, jeweler's and decorative applied art became famous all
over the world.

It is located in the North-West part of the country, about 2-3 hours drive from St.Petersburg. After the arrival in
Novgorod we will stop by the Beresta Palace hotel or Intourist hotel, to visit the bathroom and lobby bar, if
necessary. You will meet your Novgorod guide there and start your tour round Novgorod, during which you’ll see
the most famous and typically Russian monuments and places:

Kremlin - The citizens of Novgorod call their walled fortress “Detinets”. Russia's oldest Kremlin dates from 1044
though the current walls and towers date from the 15th century.

St. Sophia Cathedral - Located within Novgorod's Kremlin, the cathedral dates to 1045 and is home to a priceless
collection of murals, iconostases and icons, including the revered 12th-century icon "The Virgin of the Sign."
Yaroslav's Court - This open-air museum features a collection of 14th, 15 th and 16th century buildings including
the Cathedral of St. Nicholas and the Church of John the Baptist.

Yuriev Monastery - Founded in the 12th century by Prince Yaroslav the Wise, the monastery is also home to the
Cathedral of St. George. The buildings are quite plain yet beautiful with their whitewashed walls and gold, silver
and turquoise onion-shaped domes.
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
